
HERONGO Ō TE HURU, E Ō TE HERE Ē ITE HONO:  

ʻAHA MOANANUIĀKEA, TE AO TUPUNA, E NGO TOKI RAPA NUI 
 

Mai muʻa ana te tere hanga a mui, i te rua te piere, te peu maohi o Rapa Nui e o Hawaiʻi he haʻauraʻa i te tuki tuki ata hohonu o te haka ke  o te tangata i rote 
Moananuia kea, e te nui nui o te moana. A Rapa Nui ko haka takeaʻa  ki te aʻo a toʻa i te maramarama e ite puai o te tangata henua, peiraʻa i te haka ke  mo ta uʻi i te 
haka tere hanga mo hapaʻo i te kainga. Te hohonu to mo o te vaka taurua to ona ingoa ko Ho ku leʻa i tomo maiʻai i te matahiti 1999, “Closing the Triangle” (Hono 
hanga o te taimana aʻo Maʻohi), e ʻo te “Ma lama Honua Worldwide Voyage” (Haʻere i te Poro Henua Ma lama Honua) i te matahiti 2017, ko haka pore koʻa  i te  
mana ʻu  mo te here o te Mao hi Rapa Nui e o te Ka naka Maoli o Hawaiʻi.  
 

Te manaʻu pe muʻa o te tatou hare moana nui e te ora raʻa o te tatou huaʻai o paenga mo ata haka puaʻi i rote tatou here moananui (transpasifico). Te nukunuku 
Ao Tupuna te raua manaʻu he kimi mo haka ora mai te hauhaʻa tupuna e  he haka paka i te peu tupuna, e ite hauhaʻa o Rapa Nui pauro , peiraʻa te roʻa era o te 
haere a rote moananui tahito. E te nukunuku ONG Toki Rapa Nui te raua anga he hapaʻo ehe hapi, i te rauhuru ono o te henua e peiraʻa  i te roa o te hapaʻo i te 
peu henua. O ira he haka paka i te manaʻu nei a rote roʻa horomaʻi o te Hui o te Ao Maohi (Consorcio del Pacifico) ʻAha Moananuia kea – te hare hapi 
Kamehameha, te Nukunuku Tere Maohi a Rote Moana, e te hare hapaʻo taoʻa Bishop (Bishop Museum), peiraʻa te hare hapi nui nui hopeʻa o Hawaiʻi (University 
of Hawaiʻi) – mo raua e haka puʻai mai i te raua manaʻu pehe huaʻai (ʻohana) ananake ko te nga nukunuku nei he Ao Tupuna e te ONG Toki Rapa Nui mo 
hakatika e mo hono i te peu tupuna e i te hapi moana nui.

He moʻolelo poina ʻole ko Rapa Nui, he moʻolelo ia no 
ka hakuhia a me ka ikaika ʻo iwi, a no ka noke mau o ka poʻe a me ke ola hou o ka ʻa ina. ʻO ka pae ʻana o Ho ku leʻa ma laila ma ka holona ʻo “Closing the Triangle” 
ma 1999 a me ka “Ma lama Honua Worldwide Voyage” ma 2017, ua lilo ia mau pae ʻana i mea hoʻoulu ka ʻiʻini o na  Ma ʻohi o Rapa Nui a me na  Ka naka Maoli o 
Hawaiʻi i ka hana pu . 
 

Ke ku paʻa nei makou ma hope o ka manaʻo e , e ʻoi loa aku ana no  ka maikaʻi o ko ka kou home moana a me ka nohona o na  kaiaulu noho mokupuni i ka hui 
lo kahi ʻana o ko ka Pa kī pika. Ke ʻimi nei ʻo Foundation Ao Tupuna i ka ma lama a me ka hoʻolaha i ka moʻomeheu a ʻike kuʻuna o Rapa Nui, keu hoʻi ka ʻike 
hoʻokele waʻa.
